Max Weber considered specialisation an
important characteristic of an ideal-type
bureaucracy. Similarly, from Scientific
Management to the contemporary focus on
Management Sciences, the stress on
differentiation of structures and functions
and allocation of tasks and responsibilities
among the personnel on the basis of their
specialization in their respective fields have
been too manifest to deserve any elaboration.
