TB SITUATION AND RESPONSE

Tuberculosis (TB) is contagious and airborne.

In 2022, TB was the second leading infectious disease killer worldwide,
after COVID-19. It was also the leading killer of people with HIV and a major
cause of deaths related to antimicrabial resistance.

® In 2022, an estimated 10.6 million (96% uncertainty interval [Ul]: 8.9-11.4 million) people
fell ill with TB worldwide, of which 5.8 million wers men, 3.6 million wers women and 1.3
million were children. People living with HIV accounted for 6.3% of the total.

® The TB incidence rate (new cases per 100 000 population per year) rose by 39%
between 2020 and 2022, reversing declines of about 2% per year for most of the past 2
decadss.

@ Globally in 2022, TB caused an estimated 1.30 million (85% Ul: 118-1.43 million) deaths,
including 167 000 people with HIV. This was down from best estimates of 1.4 million in
both 2020 and 2021 and almost back to the level of 2018,

® Eight countries accounted for more than two-thirds of the global total: India, Indonesia, China,
the Philippines, Pakistan, Nigeria, Bangladesh and the Democratic Republic of the Congo.
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® Global efforts to combat TB have saved an estimated 75 million lives since the year 2000.

TB CARE AND TREATMENT

@ Globally in 2022, the reported number of people newly diagnosed with TB was 7.5 million.
This is the highest number since WHO began global TB monitoring in 1995, above the
pre-COVID baseline (and previous historical peak] of 7.1 million in 2018, and up from 6.8
million in 2020 and 8.4 million in 2021

® The cumulative number of people treated bstween 2018 and 2022 was 34 million,
aquivalent to 84% of the B-year (2018-2022) UN high-level mesting TB target of 40
million. This included 2.5 million children, 71% of the 5-year target of 3.5 million.

® There Is still a large global gap between the estimated number of people who fellill with TB
and the number of people newly diagnosed, with approximately 3.1 million people not
diagnosed with the disease, or not officially reported to national authorities in 2022, down
from around 4 million in both 2020 and 2021, and back to the pre-pandemic level of 2018.

DRUG-RESISTANT TB -

@ Globally, an estimated 410 000 people (85% Ul 370 000-450 000) developed
multidrug-resistant or rifampicin-resistant TB (MDR/RR-TB) in 2022.

® The number of people diagnosed and started on treatment was much lower: 176 850
paople in 2022, equivalent to about two in five of those in need and still below the
pre-pandemic level of 181 533 people in 2019

® The treatment success rate for drug-resistant TB was 63% globally.

ADDRESSING THE CO-EPIDEMICS OF TB AND HIV ‘Z

» Among all incident cases of TBin 2022, 6.3% were people living with HIV; this proportion
has been steadily declining for several years. In 2022, 871 000 people living with HIV fell
ill with TB, with the highest burden in countries in the WHO African Region.

® The global coverags of HIV testing among psople diagnosed with TB remained high in
2022, at 80%. The global coverage of antiretroviral therapy for people living with HIV
who were newly diagnosed and reported with TB was 85% in 2022.
