● Recruitment to be conducted by district level
committee chaired by district collector.

● Government of Tamilnadu has revised the selection
process and the age limit for the candidates.

● Maximum age limit is 32 and 34 for certain
categories and age limit can be relaxed by 10 years
for disability peoples.

In News: Chief Minister of Tamilnadu virtually launched the
allotment of free houses to 1591 Srilankan Tamil refugees.
● This is the first phase of the free housing scheme in
Melmonavoor ,vellore district.
Key points

● 19,498 Srilankan Tamil families are residing at 104
rehabilitation camps in 29 districts across



Tamilnadu.
● Under this scheme 7,469 houses will be built at a

cost of Rs 342 crore by the District Rural
Development Authority in three phases.

● In first phase, 3,510 houses were built at a cost of
Rs 176 crore and launched in vellore on November
2021.

● Beneficiaries are residing in 35 camps covering 20
districts in the state.

● 1,591 houses built at a total cost of Rs 79.70 crore
were allocated to beneficiaries in 19 camps of 13
districts.
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
